Easter Strong: Ten Desperate Lepers
Pastor Steve Wagner

Luke 17:11-19 (GW)

Jesus traveled along the border between Samaria and
Galilee on his way to Jerusalem. As he went into a
village, ten men with a skin disease met him. They stood
at a distance and shouted, “Jesus, Teacher, have mercy
onus!”

When he saw them, he told them, “Show yourselves to
the priests.” As they went, they were made clean. When
one of them saw that he was healed, he turned back and
praised God in a loud voice. He quickly bowed at Jesus’
feet and thanked him. (The man was a Samaritan.)

Jesus asked, “Weren’t ten men made clean? Where are
the other nine? Only this foreigner came back to praise
God.”

Jesus told the man, “Get up, and go home! Your faith has
made you well.”

A. An Easter prequel - 10 lepers.
B. "Unclean!" and dying ... irreversible.
C. Faith looks like:

1. "Grit!" Hold on to hope.

2. Grace ... undeserved, but empowering/unobligated,
but extremely generous.

3. Gratitude ... absolute humility.

B.L.ES.S.

From the beginning, God’s way of reaching
the world has been through a blessing
strategy:

B Begin with prayer. “God, how do you want
me to bless the people in the places you
send me?”

L Listen. Don’t talk too much, instead listen to people,
their struggles, their pains.

E Eat.Have a meal with people or a cup of coffee. It builds
relationships.

S Serve. If you listen to people and eat with them, they
will tell you how to love them, serve them.

S Story. Share your story and how Jesus is in it. Share
Jesus’ story when the time is right.
